Thanks for the assistance during the dog attack

On Thursday March 20, around 5pm, on the road from Pessada to Kountourata we were
attacked by two dogs. One pit bull and another with black hair, wearing an owner's collar.

There were two of us walking with my dog, Leo, on a leash, holding sticks for fear of dog attacks,
frequent in recent years, in the area of these villages.

The pit-bull attacked and sunk its teeth in our dog's neck and the other dog started biting his
legs and elsewhere. We managed to use the sticks to remove the black dog, but the pit-bull kept
dragging Leo, who was bleeding and barking.

We shouted "help", a car stopped, a local resident, of Albanian descent, came out, tried in vain
to unhook Leo from the pit-bull's teeth, but he walked away in fear of the dog attacking him. We
thank him for his efforts.

A second car stopped, driven by a local resident of N. Irish descent, as we later learned. This
man was able to use the sticks and remove the pit bull that had left Leo bleeding in the field
where he had been dragged.

Carl M, Leo's rescuer, tried to calm us down when he saw one of us lying in the road, fear in our
eyes, shivering, blood on our hands from bite wounds inflicted by someone else’s dogs. He took
us to the veterinarian Mrs. Vavasi, a consultation was made for the injuries and after an hour
and a half of medical care Carl returned us to our homes.

We thank Carl M for his valuable help, his patience, his humanity, which prevented the worst for
Leo and us.
